-~ b. Price quoted shall be FIRM and any variation in rates, prices or terms during the validity of the offer
shall not be permitted.

C. The defective parts replaced with new parts by the bidder to maintain an AC shall become the
property of the bidder after due approval by the engineer-in-charge for each repair. In this way the
bidder must quote the exchange price for all the spare parts in the tender.

d. The prices quoted and accepted will be binding on the tenderer and valid for a period of two year
from the date of signing the contract and any increase/decrease in price will not be entertained and
affective during the contract period. !

e. The rates shall be quoted in figures as well as in words.

f. Special care should be taken to write the rate and amounts in figures as well as in words in such a way
that interpolation is not possible. The total amount should be written before the figure of Rupees and
word paisa should be written at the end (unless the rates are in whole rupees) and followed by the
word. It should invariably be up to two decimal places. While quoting the rates in schedule of quantities,
the word only should be written closely following the amount and it should not be written in the nex
line. A
8- In case of any discrepancy between the rate quoted and the amount worked out, the rate quoted
words shall be taken as correct. .

h. Unconditional discount shall only be accepted, if offered, and shall be clearly indicated in the schedule
of items i.e., Annexure.

4. Risk & Cost
a. After award of the work order the bidder does not initiate the work in specified time the contract can
be terminated by the NNGJ & the activity of invitation of fresh tender may be initiated by the NNGJ at
the risk & cost of the bidder.

b. After the award of the contract, during the period of execution of contract, if the service of the
contractor is not found satisfactory, the contract can be terminated by the NNGJ & the activity of
invitation of fresh tender may be initiated by NNGJ at the risk & cost of the bidder.

5. Default Clause/Cancellation of SITC of AC System:-If the service provider fails to commence services
under the AMC as scheduled or to deliver the quantities ordered to him within the period stipulated in
the contract, NNGJ reserves right to Cancel the contract in whole or in part for the
incomplete/balanceworks/services. If the NNG Jaipur decides to cancel the contract on account of the
default or unsatisfactory services, the work shall be got done at the risk and cost of the tenderer. The
tenderer shall be liable to pay any loss by way of extra expenditure or other incidental expenses, which
the NNG Jaipur may have to incur of the default of the tendered. In addition to action above, the NNG
Jaipur may debar thedefaulting supplier frotn future orders, for a maximum period of 3 years. The NNG
Jaipur shall be the final authority to reject full or any part of the Service Providers/Contractors contract,
which is not confirming to the specifications and other terms and conditions. No payment shall be made

for unsatisfactory service(s).

6. Confidentiality:-Information relating to the examination, clarification, evaluation and comparison of
tenders, andrecommendations for the award of a Contract shall not be disclosed to tendered or any
otherpersons not officially concerned with such process until the notification of Contract award ismade.
Any effort by the tenderer to influence the NNG Jaipur in the Technicalbidevaluation, bidcomparison or
contract award decisions may result in the rejection of the Tenderer's bid.

7. Nigam's Obligations: - ,

The NNGIJ shall not be responsible for any loss, breakage or theft of Contractor's material for which he
has to make his own arrangements for storage. The NNGJ shall not pay any compensation in respect of
any injury or death caused to the workers of the Contractor.
